Kalyani is the 65th Melakartha raga and a sampoorna raga. 

Besides shadjam and panchamam, which are non-variants, the other swaras are:
Chatursruthi rishabam
Anthara gandharam
Prathi madhyamam
Chatursruthi dhaivatham
Kaisiki nishadam 

It can be sung in three octaves. Though it can be sung during any time of the day, rendering it in the evenings appeals to the senses. The raga can be dealt with in great detail. Kalyani is an apt choice for rendering RTP – Ragam Tanam Pallavi.
